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All nominees, proposers and seconders for the Associate (Procedural and Advanced Procedural) 

Representative position must be financial Associate (Procedural and Advanced Procedural) and 

resident in the applicable State or Territory at the time of a nomination being submitted. Where a 

nominee, proposer and/or seconder is not financial, the nomination form will be deemed invalid and 

will not be accepted. 

In the event that a ballot is required, only financial Associate (Procedural and Advanced Procedural) 

in the applicable Australian State or Territory may vote for the Associate (Procedural and Advanced 

Procedural) Representative. 
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The period of time served on a committee filling this vacancy will not be counted as a 

period of office. 

2.16 Retention of Records 

As per RANZCOG record-keeping policy, all records pertaining to the election are to be retained by the 

Returning Officer in digital format for at least two years after the relevant activity has ended. 

2.17 Invalidity 

No election is to be invalid by reason of: 

• any formal error of defect in any declaration or other instrument or in any publication made 

pursuant to these procedures or intended to be so made; or 
• any such publication being out of time; or 
• any delay in holding the election at the time appointed or in taking the poll; or 
• any inadvertent failure to send to any eligible Fellow any notice or ballot documentation; or 
• any defect of a merely formal nature. 

2.18 Appeals
